We went to see A Doctor in Spite of Himself
at the Intiman Theater in Seattle,
Washington. This version turned Moliere’s
commedia dell'arte into comedy of the
commode. The best words to describe the
adaptation by Christopher Bayes and Steven
Epp are tastelessly pointless or pointlessly
tasteless. They did not understand the logic
behind Moliere’s bawdy logos.

Commedia dell'arte originates in fourteenth
century Italy characterized by masked stock
players. The genre’s full name is commedia
dell'arte all'improvviso, which translates to
comedy of the craft of improvisation. Stock
characters are actors who represent social
stereotypes. Commedia normally has three
main stock characters representing
humorous stereotypes of servants, elders,
and lovers. The servants are the forebears of
the modern clowns. The traditional plot is
about young lovers who long to get married,
which elders work to prevent. Therefore, the
lovers enlist the help of the zany servants.
There is always a happy ending with the
marriage of the lovers. Details varied to
address current issues of the time and
locality of its performance.

Countless variations of commedia masks
and plots found their way into the opera
buffa like The Barber of Seville. The genre
gained more popularity in France and
developed its established repertoire. The plot
changed when the most famous clown

Harlequin tried to win the heroine for
himself by ridiculing his competitor like The
Marriage of Figaro. Success made him a
romantic hero around the eighteenth century,
when his popularity provoked the
Harlequinade. Several more descendants
emerged like pantomime and puppet shows
and a moniker for the famous Harlequin
romance novels.

He was born Jean-Baptiste Poquelin,
And very gifted with a pen.
Commedia, he tried to refine,
Discussing issues for any time.

He was known by his stage name
“Moliere,”

A local version went up in smoke.

For Bayes and Epps have not a prayer.

In the seventeenth century, French
playwright Moliere wrote the provocative
drama Le médecin malgré lui which
translates to A Doctor in Spite of Himself to
ponder relevant issues of his day. Bayes and
Epps kept only two elements of dramatic
value. The first element was the transition of
puppets and live actors (the puppets were
better performers). Then, brief humor about
everyman’s preference for a mute wife and
all peoples’ need of decent healthcare. The
dialogue and action was ninety-eight percent
tasteless and failed to explore current issues.
Bayes and Epps offended the patrons by
misspending their money (tickets cost fifty-
four dollars) and ruining a pleasant evening.

Exercise can transform your life.

"In order for man to succeed in life,
God provided him with two means,
education and physical activity.

We all are aware of many benefits of workout. Several physical benefits
come to our mind such as muscular strength, cardiovascular health, and stress
reduction etc. as immediate benefits. However, recent findings on what
exercise does to your mind and brain, is not published widely. One such book

that transformed my attitude towards fitness is “Spark: The Revolutionary

New Science of Exercise and the Brain”. In this book, John Ratey, a clinical

psychiatrist from Harvard, summarizes some startling findings on recent
clinical and lab research in neurobiology. Exercise has huge transformative
effect on brain that antidepressants and other medications are unable to
achieve. In this article, I will share some of the findings to convince you why
regular workout is a must and how you may get started ASAP.

Why Exercise?

The Naperville School District (19,000 students) at west of Chicago started a
new Physical Education program. All students participate in P.E. classes
which develop cardiovascular fitness. In class students use heart rate
monitors to gauge their degree of exertion. The only games played are the
ones with high levels of sweat like three-on-three basketball. Students are
taught to encourage and support each other. The results have been dramatic:
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If you consider your brain to be
a tree, excercise causes
vigourous leafy growth of
white matter and gray matter

While 10% of the number of overweight children found in other school
districts; only 3% of students in Naperville are overweight. In an
international study of 230,000 students, students from Naperville came sixth
in math (first in the U.S.A.) and first in science, ahead of Singapore, China,
Korea and Japan. To confirm that the fitness program is key, a study
compared test results after P.E. class with results several hours later. Scores
were much higher right after the fitness class, findings which confirmed prior
animal studies. Vigorous exercise makes your brain work much better
especially right after the exercise but also longer term.

Naperville is an upper middle class community where many parents are
scientists or engineers. Titusville, Pennsylvania is a failed factory town north
of Pittsburgh. At Titusville, they copied the Naperville P.E. program
beginning in 2000. Test scores went from below state average to 18 percent
above. Since 2000 there has not been one fist fight in the junior high school.
They were common before.

Eric Kandel, 2000 Nobel Prize recipient, demonstrated that practice (piano,
vocabulary etc.) caused neurons to grow new branches and made branches
get larger and better connected to adjacent neurons. A neuro-chemical,
BDNF, has the same effect plus it causes new neurons to form and protects
neurons from decay and death. Exercise elevates BDNF levels throughout the
brain. Other beneficial body and neuro-hormones experience balanced
growth during exercise. In summary, exercise increases alertness and
motivation; it encourages new connections between neurons; it causes new
neurons to form. Adding a complexity to exercise with things such as yoga,
Pilates, tennis, or martial arts is even more effective than simple exercise.

Exercise has been studied in patients with depression, stress, anxiety,
attention deficit (ADHD), addiction, menstrual and menopause problems. In
general, exercise has outperformed standard drug therapy in each of these
conditions. That's not even taking into consideration the considerable side
effects and cost of medications. It's been well documented that Alzheimer's
disease incidence is much lower in regular exercisers (50% less). Animal
studies have shown exercise effects in models of Alzheimer's and Parkinson's
where findings in the brain were significantly reversed. Mental exercise is
equally important. An epidemiologic study in Minnesota has followed an
order of nuns who stay very active. When one died at age 85 of a heart attack
she was found to have severe Alzheimer's disease at postmortem exam. But
she had tested in the 90% percentile on cognitive tests shortly before her
death. Severe pathologic Alzheimer's due to her genetic makeup had no effect
on her life. Billions of dollars are being spent on genetic and pharmaceutical
cures for this devastating disease, but we already know that a combination of
diet, exercise and vigorous mental activity will prevent it.
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How
Here are seven best practices that can help you:

1) Start small: If you are not very active, set small goal. May be run/walk for
15 minutes for three days a week and continue for few weeks. Setting big
goals such as workout for 1 hour seven days a week may fail soon and
demoralize you.

2) Look at long term picture. We often fail to see the impact of working out

each week for all 52 weeks in a year. That future “you” will be a healthier and

happier “you”. Stay above the daily life situations and always look for what

10-10-10 (ten days, ten months, and ten years later).

3) Celebrate success: Celebrate in your own way. May be a health drink
followed by workout, or taking some pictures (“selfie”) and share it in social

media to celebrate. Cheering yourself is very important and social
accountability and encouragement works very well. Some folks might ask

you, "what happened to your workout?” Also, you might receive some great

encouragement from your friends.

4) Group: Workout with a group or pair up with your buddy. It will be fun
and we often we exert more in a supporting group.

5) Plan: Make it convenient by pre-planning in the night before to have your
dresses and gears organized and easily accessible.

6) Act: Until your workout becomes a habit, you need to force yourself.
Missing workout for successive days makes it difficult to resume. Our mind
tends to offer many excuses on not doing it but you got to somehow start it.
Once you start, you will get going and will find the workout enjoyable at the
end

7) Fun: Find out what works well for you. You may find that outdoor run or
walk works better than elliptical equipment within the four walls of Gym or
house. You might love Jumba dance over Yoga classes. Try to find
something that makes it enjoyable. You may have it juice it up by combining
a book reading or listening to music to be on a zone.

What

Here is a balanced exercise prescription from the experts:

1) Aerobic - Four times a week; 30-60 minutes at 60-70% of maximum heart
rate (MHR*). (Interval Training e.g. 30 second bursts of maximal effort
several times during the aerobic sessions causes increase in human growth
hormone, a valuable healing and anti-aging substance that normally is at low
levels later in life.)
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*MHR = 220 - age
2) Strength - Twice a week with weights or resistance equipment.

3) Balance and Flexibility - Twice a week for thirty minutes. Yoga, Pilates,
Martial arts, and dance are possibilities.

In general more is better, harder is better, and with another is better.

It is never too late to start. Convince yourself why you need to start without
losing much of the precious life span. Mark a day soon and get started. Now
is the best time to take action.

Our trip to India was pretty fun, and we went to cool places like Science City, Victoria Memorial, and the

zoo. Then it was time to go back home. The day came where we had to leave India, or at least we thought we had
to.

We got on our domestic flight to Mumbai from Kolkata. The flight was about two and a half hours long. After about
30 minutes of flying, the pilot said, “We have a kid who has fainted on the plane.” They were asking if there were
any doctors on the plane, and found a couple. They tried to do something, but nothing worked, and after about 10
minutes, the pilot made another call, “The girl is still unconscious, and we have no option but to fly back to
Calcutta.” We had two connecting flights after this domestic flight, and there was only a three hour layover
between this flight and the next. It would take an hour to fly back, deal with the girl, and then start again. So it
wasn’t looking good for us. Well we reached Kolkata, and we had heard some bad news for the girl. Two heart
doctors and one blood doctor had called the kid as being dead. It would have still been worth flying back if the girl
had survived. Anyways, we started to liftoff, and | saw we had 3 and a half hours left until our next plane leaves.
This plane takes around 2 and half hours, so there is only one hour left to get to the next gate. We were just about
to land, thinking there is not enough time. One hour is not enough to go on a bus, and switch from domestic
airport to international, go through security check in. go through immigration, and get to our next gate. Well we
landed in Mumbai, and once we got off the plane, we started running. The bus had taken almost 15 minutes to get
here, pick us up, and around 10 minutes to get to the international airport. Once we got to the international
airport, there was only 15 minutes left, so we knew it was gone. So we just went to the Jet Airways counter (the
domestic plane we flew) and told them that “...we missed our connection, so can you book us for another flight?”

6) 1 spoon melted butter + 1 spoon olive/veg oil,
7) 2 spoons olive/veg oil,

8) 1/2 cup grated parmesan cheese (Parmigiano-Reggiano cheese,

C preferably). You can add more cheese according to your taste.
Method: -

Chop onion & mushroom - Wash spinach if required & drain it; if already
washed, then you can use as it is, no need to chop - finely chop chili so
that no one gets a bite of it, just the flavor of it; if you are using pepper
powder you add while sautéing - heat a pan & add 2 spoons of oil; sauté
onion + chili, then add mushroom - sauté for couple of minutes & then
add spinach - mushroom & spinach may start watering...so sauté until it
becomes dry - switch off & add half of the cheese, mix well - take the
thawed puff sheet & with a rolling pin stretch it until the size is doubled
and if using the ready-made pre-cut ones, use it just like that - coat both
the sides of the sheet with the butter - oil mix - spread the half of the
spinach mix on one side of sheet evenly and sprinkle half of remaining
cheese on top of it - roll the spread outside in - cut them in to half inch
pieces, flatten them a little & arrange in a baking sheet - brush the top of
the swirls with the remaining butter-oil mix; this is to give a nice golden
brown & the shine, alternatively you can use egg-wash - repeat the steps
for the other sheet too - bake them until golden brown (setting depends

on the oven: at high, it should not take more than 15 minutes)

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Lobongo Lotika

Lobongo Lotika is a traditional Bengali Sweet
which has khoya as stuffing and wrapped like a
small parcel then dipped into thick sugar syrup.
Lobongo (clove) is used as a star ingredient here
to keep the parcel in place along with imparting
its own flavor.

Ingredients:
To Make the Outer dough:

1 cup flour

Pinch of Baking Soda

1 1/2 tbsp white oil (moyen)
Water to knead the dough
14-15 Cloves

To make the filling:

250 gms Khoya

Pinch of Clove powder
Pinch of Cardamom powder
Pinch of Nutmeg powder
To make the Sugar syrup:
1/2 cup Sugar
1/4 cup Water

2 Green Cardamoms

Method:

Start with the sugar syrup, pour sugar and
water into a bowl and cook on low heat. Add 2
crushed cardamomes into it and boil the syrup
till it starts thickening. Two string consistency is
good for this kind of sweet.

Mash mawa with hand and make it into a
smooth ball. In a heavy bottomed pan, heat
mawa without any oil for 3-4 minutes. Add all
the powders mentioned below filling section.
Keep aside to cool.

In a bowl add flour, baking soda and mix well.
Make a well in the center and add oil and water
to mix thoroughly. Make a soft dough and cover
it for another 10-15 minutes. Divide the dough
into 10-12 equal round balls.

Roll the dough like very small pooris (approx 4
inch), place 2 tsp khoya stuffing in the center
and wrap the opposite ends to look similar like
rectangles and then fold the remaining two
ends to make a square wrap. Seal the center by
inserting one clove and prepare the rest of the
squares.

Heat oil in a frying pan and slide 3-4 lobongo
lotikas and fry on low heat. Flip frequently so
that they turn brown evenly on both sides.
Remove from pan once they turn light golden
and dip them in sugar syrup. Make sure that
both the sides are getting drenched in the
syrup. Serve at room temperature.
